Matt will be curating an 
exhibition of Michal’s photos this coming January (p. 17.)

Music always plays a major role with the Cleveland Israel Arts 
Connection. We had a morning salon with composer Oded 
Zehavi. Oded will be back in Cleveland this March for the world 
premiere of “Aurora,” a piccolo concerto commissioned by The 
Cleveland Orchestra (p. 8.) We are pleased that the Cleveland 
Israel Arts Connection works both ways. Not only do Israeli 
artists come to Cleveland, but we are proud that  
The Cleveland Orchestra is going on tour to Israel this 
October (p. 8 – 9.)

Another old friend we caught up with was Achinoam Nini, 
better known as Noa.

Lahav Shani was appointed music director of the Israel Philharmonic (IPO) in 2020. His 
close relationship with the IPO began in his youth when he played as a pianist in a youth 
concert, and in 2007 when he performed as a soloist under the baton of Zubin Mehta.

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Michal Chelbin was born in 
Haifa in 1974 and began taking 
pictures in a high school for the 
arts. During her service in the 
Israeli military she worked as a 
photographer. She graduated in 
2001 from the WIZO Academy 
of Design & Education in Haifa.

Her work has been widely shown in numerous solo and 
group exhibitions and can be found in many public and 
private collections, such as The Metropolitan Museum, 
New York City; LACMA, Los Angeles; The Getty Center, 
Los Angeles; Jewish Museum, New York City; Cleveland 
Museum of Art; Tel Aviv Museum; SFMOMA, San Francisco 
and more. 

“SEE ME” explores identity.  Michal Chelbin’s photographs attempt 
to capture human stories in everyday life: the identities of people not 
in the mainstream, many of them belonging to the edge of society 
and existing in the space between the odd and the ordinary. Her 
main themes are not social or topical, but collective and mythical; she 
searches for people who have a legendary quality in them.  

Michal’s images are vehicles to address universal themes of family, ideas 
of normality, puberty, and the desire for fame. She creates an informal 
scene in which her subjects directly confront the viewers, urging them 
to “See Me!” Her aim is to record a scene where there is a mixture 
of direct information and enigma, in which there are visual contrasts 
between young and old, large and small, common and unique.  

For Michal, the image is just the tip of the iceberg; it’s the gateway 
to a story waiting to be told, about a life full of contradictions on the 
battleground between fantasy and reality.
